Final Word
In the past God spoke to our ancestors through the 
prophets at many times and in various ways, but in 
these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom 
he appointed heir of all things, and through whom 
also he made the universe.

Priestly Work Finished
And by that will, we have been made holy 
through the sacrifice of the body of Jesus 
Christ once for all. Day after day every priest 
stands and performs his religious duties; again 
and again he offers the same sacrifices, which 
can never take away sins. But when this priest 
had offered for all time one sacrifice for sins, 
he sat down at the right hand of God, and 
since that time he waits for his enemies to be 
made his footstool.

Priestly Work Finished
Therefore, brothers and sisters, since we have 
confidence to enter the Most Holy Place by 
the blood of Jesus, by a new and living way 
opened for us through the curtain, that is, his 
body, and since we have a great priest over the 
house of God, let us draw near to God with a 
sincere heart and with the full assurance that 
faith brings, having our hearts sprinkled to 
cleanse us from a guilty conscience and 
having our bodies washed with pure water.
